TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THIS LOAN

· All applicants must be aged 18 or over on the date of application

· All applications must be made with the consent of the owner of the dwelling

· The property must be located within one of the 15 Local authorities involved in the HEEP Scheme consortium and which has agreed to participate in the loan element of the HEEP Scheme

· Applicants must use contractors appointed by Climate Energy Limited to the HEEP Scheme in order to be eligible for a loan.
· The Council will not accept applications from:- Council tenants, Other local authorities, Housing Action Trusts, Health Authorities, NHS Trusts, Police Authorities, Housing Associations 

· Applications will not be considered for works commenced prior to an application being submitted. 

· All applicants will need to fill in the Council’s application form and provide all supporting documentation.  They must state the nature of the works that they wish to do. The Council must be satisfied that the cost of the work is reasonable and that the work is appropriate.

· All applicants will be required to complete the work within 4 months from the date that their application is approved, or such shorter period as the Council’s Officer considers appropriate in their case.

· For the calculation of time taken, the Council’s Officer will judge when the works were completed.

· No payment will be made without a valid invoice or receipt of payment.

· The maximum assistance is 50% of the eligible costs or £6000 whichever is the least. The assistance will include grants from  Carbon Emission Reduction Target (CERT) funds where obtainable.  The grant component of the Assistance is not repayable and will not be entered as a (delete as applicable) local land charge/HM Land Registry charge against the property. 
· It is the applicant’s responsibility to apply for and obtain the Low Carbon Buildings Programme grant where applicable before any works commence. 
· The Council will recalculate approved Assistance award if the actual cost of the work is lower than the original approved award.  
· The value of the loan will be paid directly to Climate Energy once the Council is satisfied that the works have been completed to their satisfaction. 
· The loan amount will be registered by the Council as a (delete as applicable) local land charge/HM Land Registry charge on the property until it is repaid.

· The Council will not consider an application for elements of work that are subject to insurance or legal claims until the claim is determined, except in exceptional circumstances.

· If the applicant has already received a LCT Loan from the HEEP Scheme for this property they will not be eligible to apply for further financial assistance.
· It is the applicant’s responsibility to ensure they have obtained appropriate building control and planning permission before works are started. 
The Council will require repayment of the Assistance if:
- there is a relevant disposal of the property. A relevant disposal is where the property transfers ownership or is sold.
 or
-  the applicant ceases to be eligible for the Assistance before the works have been completed 

or
- the applicant has supplied the Council with false, inaccurate or incomplete information in order to obtain the Assistance
 or
- if works have been started before the Assistance has been approved 
or
- there is any breach of planning or Building Regulations requirements in relation to the assisted works.
